
Dear Participants,  

We are very pleased that our international “Eventing Tournament 2021” can take place again and 
thank you very much for your registration.  

Due to the current situation (COVID-19 and Herpes), many requirements have to be complied with for 
the organization of tournaments. Please read this letter thoroughly! 

PLEASE NOTE: 

 Persons showing symptoms of cold or disease are not allowed to enter the tournament location. The 
same applies to persons who had close contact to a person infected with COVID-19 if this contact 
took place less than 14 days ago. 

 The usual hygiene measures (disinfection, thorough hand hygiene, coughing and sneezing etiquette, 
face mask where required) 
Please keep a distance of 1.5 m to others. 

 The signposts and information signs on the tournament grounds must be noted.  
 The use of FFP2 masks is mandatory in Bavaria.

 Please follow the instructions of the parking lot team.  
 Thursday, 08/19/2021, from 10:00 a.m. to 06:00 p.m.: check-in at the stall tents 
 Friday, 08/20/2021, from 08:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.: check-in at the stall tents  
 We will do our best to consider all wishes stated during the registration process regarding the horse 

stalls in the stall tents. The final stall plans cannot be changed! Thank you for your understanding! 
 The rider/groom has to document the horse’s temperature in the morning and in the evening. 

National level: please fill in the enclosed form in writing. International level: please enter the 
measured temperatures directly into the FEI Horse App (available for download on the App Store)! 
This is mandatory since 08/01/21. 

 As our stall tents are close to the forest, we recommend to bring enough fly protection (fly spray + fly 
sheets)! 

 The use of masks is mandatory in the stall tent (FFP2 mask)! 
 Hay and straw are available in the stall tents at your disposal. Please use only what you really need. 

Proof of attendance:  

 The form paper “Anwesenheitsnachweis” is included in the participant information. 
 This paper must be filled in completely and signed by the rider/companion, it must be at hand when 

entering the grounds and given to the entrance staff. You will then receive a participant wristband. 
 Each participant is allowed to bring two companions (partners and/or grooms) 
 Spectators are allowed to a limited extent; they must abide to the instructions on site and have to 

register themselves. (Please install and set up the free Luca App) 
 



Preparing & Course/Site walking: 

 Only the rider/horse pairs immediately next in the starting order are allowed simultaneously on the 
preparation area.  

 After the competition, please keep your stay at the required minimum for the cool-down phase of 
your horse. Afterwards, the facility shall be left immediately towards the parking area/stall tents. 

  Please avoid to analyze your competitors together with your companions/befriended riders in the 
area of exits from the competition area as well as on the ways / entrance to the preparation area.  

 A maximum of 4 persons (2 per side) is permissible at the jumps on the preparation area at the same 
time. Here, use of a face mask is mandatory. 

 During the jumping course walking, the minimum distance of 1.5 m has to be kept to other persons 
at all times. The use of a face mask is mandatory during the jumping course walking. 

 During the cross-country course walking, the minimum distance of 1.5 m has to be kept to other 
persons at all times. Please avoid groups! 

 
Catering for riders and company: 

 We offer cold snacks as well as warm food, and beverages. Please watch markings for one-way 
directions and keeping of distances. 

 Please keep a sufficient distance to the selling booth when consuming your food and beverages.  
 Please dispose your waste in the designated containers. Do not dump your waste on the tournament 

area. 
 There is a deposit on the beverages (handed out in closed bottles), please return your empty bottles 

and do not leave them on the tournament area! 
 A number of local restaurants (Gasthäuser) is available for dinner. A list of restaurants in Hambach 

incl. telephone numbers is available at our notice board (“Schwarzes Brett”). Reservations are 
desirable! 

Registration office: 

 Personal contact with the registration office should be kept at a minimum. Please use the telephone 
whenever possible. Opening hours and telephone number are shown on the time schedule. 

 The price money can be picked up at the end of the tournament weekend at the registration office. 
Please avoid partial settlement. 

Awarding ceremonies: 

 Awarding ceremonies with horse, for the six best riders. Should this be changed, you will be informed 
in time by means of voice notification and a flyer made available at the registration office. 

 Settlement and pick-up of prize money, material prizes and ribbons at the registration office should 
only be performed once for all competitions.
